	At secondary level, the three named patron bodies are considered as employer bodies for the purposes of pay negotiation and working conditions at national level.  At the level of the school, the teacher is employed by the school management authority.  The latter has specific duties and responsibilities set out by law and various articles of management.  The situation is rather anomalous in that teachers are all public servants but are not directly employed by the State.  The State pays their salaries, finances schools, provides professional development, and directs the nature of curriculum provision, but the employer at school level is a separate legal entity which, in turn, is affiliated to what are referred to as “patron bodies”. The latter are, by law, the “trustees” or owners of the schools.

IVEA is the national body for purposes of pay/conditions negotiations, but at local level, the employer is the local Vocational Education Committee. These committees are separate to local government structures but share the same geographical features.
